It has not normally been our role to showcase new works. If we've estab-
lished a reputation for anything, it's been to offer high quality interpreta-
tions of the standards - both classic and vintage. We feel comfortable 
there and I think that you, our audience, have come to count on us for 

that kind of work. We have broken that pattern only a few times in our 
history and mostly for the work of our very own resident visionary, Jona-
than (Rocky) Hagloch. In 1995, we debuted his first effort, the rock hor-
ror musical, “Elvicula”. Then in 2000, came his sentimental drama “Time 
Changes Everything”.  Last year, he approached us with an idea to adapt 
the classic work of Edgar Lee Masters and how could we say “no”? 

 Actually, we’ve developed such a level of trust with our friend that 
we really didn’t have to think long about this project. Even though he 

hadn’t begun any work on the project yet, we had done a short 10-minute 
adaptation of this work for a parish project 5 years ago to great approval. 
We knew the quality of the material and the reliability of the adaptor, so 
we knew we were in safe hands. As time went on, our comfort level only 
increased as Rocky began auditioning his musical compositions and his 
selected epitaphs. When he decided to cast the show completely from the 
ranks of company members and close friends of the company, it was clear 

this project was going to be hit!  

 Having a producer and a director excited about a production is not 
enough. Other important people need to be rallied to the cause as well. 
As usual, we have been fortunate enough to attract that kind of talent. 
We needed a Set Designer and a Lighting Designer , both of whom would 

need to be creative working within the restraints of a basic “black box”.  
Fortunately, Robyn Phipps and Steven Hill were looking for exactly that 
type of project. They responded to our call and we are happy to report 

that we now know the results will be greatly appreciated by all. Our basic 
Production Team was rounded out with some predictably strong work by 
John Oster as Technical Manager  and Nancy Pollock as Development 
Manager (in addition to their roles onstage),  and Jill Chukerman as Public 
Relations Manager.  

 There have been many other special contributions as well, but we 
don't have the room to elaborate. Suffice it to say that this whole produc-
tion team, actors and crew alike, have formed a tight ensemble which has 

supplied the energy necessary to bring this production to the stage. Of 
course, there is still one more element needed to create the magic of 
theatre. We need an audience that appreciates our work and, in this re-
gard, we have been fortunate as well. We have a parish community here 
at St. Bonaventure which supports us and all of you too. We couldn’t do 
any  of this without either one of you and we hope you  will  stay with us 

for all that is to come.

FROM THE PRODUCER...............................

   I hope you enjoy the production you are about to see, it is very personal 

to me. I grew up in the small central Illinois town of Virginia, Il. Which is 
only 27 miles west of Petersburg and 38 miles south of Lewistown both 
towns that Edgar Lee Masters lived in and patterned the fictional town of 

Spoon River after. I have returned to my roots to bring you these stories. I 
have recaptured some of my memories of small town life, gossip and per-
sonalities. Virginia is a town with a population of 1600. Quite a cultural 
change from cities the size of Chicago, Peoria or even the near by Spring-
field. Not just the culture is different but the time is as well, these charac-
ters that Masters created are from a harder time and a simpler time. A 
time of war and strife, political turmoil and religious superiority a time of 

division over issues and economic spectrums. Now that I think about it 
they are as timely today as in 1914 when the book Spoon River was first 

published. 

Spoon River Anthology exists in an already widely performed script, but 
that script to me seemed scattered, disconnected and Masters work offered 
a flow to a story that was not apparent in other adaptations. So I went 
back to the original text and began to build a script myself. There are 244 
epitaphs/monologues that make up Mr. Masters book of Spoon River, so 

obviously they all could not be used although it is very hard leaving many 
behind. I urge to read the anthology as the poems are moving, thought 
provoking, fun and alive with descriptive Americana. You don’t have to buy 
his book, all 244 poems are available on-line. 

This production is pure Americana. Life in the heartland or at least life in 

the heartland of Illinois. There are wonderful stories to be relived and re-
told especially a couple of tales of Abraham Lincoln. I wanted to have a 
special section of this script dedicated to our most famous son on this his 

anniversary of his 200th birth year. After all we do hale from the Land of 
Lincoln. 

I want to thank the Saint Sebastian Players for taking a risk in bringing this 
show to the stage. I want to offer my thanks to this wonderful cast who 
have thrilled and moved me. I have enjoyed the discoveries and journey 
we have shared together. A big appreciative nod to Joel Schulman for com-
ing on board and playing the mandolin, he answered an ad and joined a 
group of strangers just to share his gift of music with all of us. I especially 

like to thank St. Bonaventure for the gifts they continue to share with us, 
my family for their encouragement, love and support. Most of all thank all 
of you who have come to see our offering. I hope you enjoy the show and 
if you do I hope you will help us spread the word and tell everyone you 
know about it.
